This document sets out the data required to complete a health quality assessment for a medical scheme.

 The deadline for the data submission is 1 June 2007.
Analysis period

The data should cover the period of the most recent fully run-off year, i.e. the period from 1 January 2006 to 31 December 2006.  

Data format

We would prefer receiving the data in Microsoft Excel spreadsheet format.  A sample spreadsheet has been provided. There is an input sheet where data is entered in and an output sheet that provides an indication whether or not data is reasonable.

Data is collected per option. In other words, the complete set of data below should be provided for each option on the scheme. 

Guidelines for data retrieval
Unless otherwise specified, claims data examined must be restricted to those claims where the service took place in the year 2006 (the analysis period is for treatments occurring in 2006, irrespective when payment occurred) and within the period of time the policy was on the benefit option.  Financial data is restricted to financial transactions taking place during the year 2006. Policies and lives used must have been active on the benefit option for at least one calendar month in the year 2006. When an age analysis is done, the age is defined to be 2006 minus the year of birth of the principal member or beneficiary.  Where age categories overlap use the fact that the From age is inclusive and the To age is exclusive.

Throughout this document it is assumed that all diagnosis information is captured in ICD10 codes and all claims are captured with either NHRPL or CPT tariff codes associated with them. If a scheme is not using these coding schemas then they must crossmap the codes supplied to their own coding schemas, but they must supply full details of the crossmapping and which of their codes have gone into the categories to enable HQA to verify that the data is correct. Medicine claims are associated with a NAPPI code to identify the product, and six digit NAPPI codes are used throughout.

Claims data is examined for 2006. 

General information

There is only one item of information required for the scheme as a whole. This is the statutory solvency of the scheme as at 31 December 2006 (i.e. accumulated funds as a percentage of gross annual contributions). Where an audited figure is not available, the figure contained in the latest management account would be adequate.
